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Debate of the Day

In this lesson pupils are asked to take part in a formal debate having researched the subjects fully first.  The class should be divided into five groups with each group assigned a subject (there is a choice of subjects listed below).  Half of the group should argue in favour of the practise, irrespective of their own views, and the other half should argue against the practise.  The group, having researched their subject using the Vegan Society CD-ROM, the Internet, the library and any other sources, should debate their topic in front of the rest of the class who will vote on which team displays the greatest debating skills.  Ten minutes should be sufficient for each of the five debates.

Below is a list of common practises conducted on farms and on the oceans around the globe.  While some of these practises are already illegal in the UK because of their cruelty, they remain legal in other countries and the UK is still able to import the final product from the country of origin.
